These are the questions for peer review

Does the writer make a claim and write argumentatively? Re-state the author's claim. (This will allow your classmate to see how clear their claim is.)Is the claim supported by clear reasons? Are the reasons supported by specific evidence? Is the author's analysis clear and easy to follow? Can you point to specific areas or passages that may need work?Does the author articulate his/her ideas about the article with an open mind that is free from bias?Does the author address the parts of rhetoric, specifically referring to ethos, logos, and pathos?If so, does the author’s use of these terms improve the reading and understanding of the analysis?If not, would the essay by improved by using these terms?Does the author address logical fallacies in the reading? If so, has the author very clearly explained why each particular instance is a logical fallacy, and has the author used evidence (quotes and paraphrase) to support this claim?Do you have anything else that you can add that may help your classmate in their revision process?

If you prefer, you may select an article of your own finding to study and analyze in your essay. However, you must choose a credible article that makes a legitimate argument, and it must be in a recognized and respected source; it cannot come from a random blog or be a short letter to the editor. This does not mean that you are required to select from peer-reviewed journals and databases, but the source does need to be professional/academic/scholarly.You may also select from one of the options I have selected below. Even if you do not choose one of the posted articles, you should still review them to see the type of writing you should be seeking. If you choose to find your own article, you will be required to adhere to the following:You must get my approval before writing your essayThe article cannot be over six months old (I won't approve it if it is)Below is the list of options for you to choose from. Some of these are longer than others; long essays can offer more to discuss, but also be more challenging to cover. You will need to weigh what works best for you.You may note my own interests in the subject matter: I regularly teach race, class, and gender, and I am in education, so these topics are most commonly reflected.
