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In America, different people and political parties have different political ideologies. Theses ideologies are determined by a person’s beliefs regarding economic and social policies. Different parties belief in and campaign for certain social and economic policies that they think would be best for the people of America. Most of the American political ideologies can be classified as, progressive, moderate, liberal or conservative (O'connor, K., Sabato, L., & Yanus, A., 2015). After reading more about these ideologies, I have come to realize that I identify better with the ideology of conservativeness. I believe in economic liberalism but I also social conservatism. 

This realization does not come as a surprise to me because I have always been a conservative person. I am the kind of person who treasures the old as I believe that history gives us an identity. It helps us trace back to who we really are. I, therefore, appreciate the culture and believe that it should be preserved and protected. Therefore, as much as individual people should have the liberal rights to engage in any economic activity, there should be regulations which restrict them from violating the traditional values of the Americans or indulging in any activity that might be considered socially unethical even when they are not hurting anyone (Feldman, S., & Johnston, C., 2014).

Conservatism ideology is not a new one in America. It has been in existence for more than 20 years now (Conover, P. J., & Feldman, S., 1981). This ideology originates from the alliance between social conservatives and classical liberals (phylosophybasics.com, 2008). With globalization, several people are coming into America and relating with them in the trade or by any other means. These people come with different cultures and values which sometimes are assimilated to the American culture, fading away some American values. Conservatism is however not against people coming into America or relating to Americans in trade. This ideology only holds that people who come to or relate with Americans must conform to the American cultural values. They expect the government to uphold these values through policies. 
In the near future, I think that many people will be registered to this political ideology, which will greatly influence American politics. More people are now becoming socially conservative as they try to preserve their cultural values and maintain their identity. This will see many of them supporting conservative party movements and hence greatly influence American politics. This will also influence elections because people vote along their political ideologies. They will thus vote in politicians who share in the same ideologies as they do.
In conclusion, Americans identify with different political ideologies. I personally believe in conservatism. I have always been conservative and believe that the government should have policies which protect the American social values.  Conservatism originates from the alliance between social conservatives and classical liberals. Conservative people believe in economic liberalism, where people are allowed to trade freely and fairly without upsetting others. However, in exercising their liberal rights, people should also be aware not to upset other peoples’ moral values in any way.
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
